Point of View Rewrite
1. Read the children’s book you have selected.  
2. Notice who is telling the story.  
3. Rewrite it from a different point of view.  
4. Keep in mind the 4 types of point of view that we have studied and label your rewrite with that point of view.  
5. Be sure to include the thoughts of 1 or more characters.
Examples:


Can you believe it? I mean who in his right mind would build a house of straw. from The True story of the 3 Little Pigs! by Jon Scieszka 

Now, the wolf was angry at being tricked, but he tried not to show it.  from The Three Little Pigs

6. Use dialogue to move the plot along.

Example:

“Get out of here, Wolf.  Don’t bother me again.” 

from The True story of the 3 Little Pigs! by Jon Scieszka

The wolf gnashed his sharp teeth in anger.  “You have tricked me many times, but you will never trick me again, little pig,” he roared.  “I’m coming down the chimney to eat you.”  from The Three Little Pigs
